	Module 1-2The Story of Jesus
Students study different beliefs about Jesus, focusing on why people do and do not believe he was the Son of God.  Students learn about parables and in a cross curricular link with English, create their own stories with a moral message. They also look at the question of miracles, those of Jesus and reported miracles in the modern world and discuss differing views on whether miracles are ‘real’.  Students learn about religious and non-religious perspectives on Jesus and to reach the higher National Curriculum levels, need to be able to evaluate different opinions and give and explain their own.
	Discuss why people follow religion and the importance of their beliefs in their lives. 
Research reports of miracles in the modern world. Why do people believe them? How else can they be explained?

Research other key religious leaders eg the Prophet Muhammad, Moses, Guru Nanak

	
	Module 3-4 The 5 Pillars of Islam

The Five Pillars of Islam are the five obligations that every Muslim must satisfy in order to live a good and responsible life according to Islam. Students look into each pillar in detail, gaining an insight into the Islamic faith.

· Shahadah: sincerely reciting the Muslim profession of faith

· Salat: performing ritual prayers in the proper way five times each day

· Zakat: paying an alms (or charity) tax to benefit the poor and the needy

· Sawm: fasting during the month of Ramadan

· Hajj: pilgrimage to Mecca

	Module 5-6 Religious prejudice
· In a cross-curricular unit with history, anti-semitism includes looking back to the horrific events of World War 2 as well as investigating modern day issues.

· Islamophobia. The tragic events of September 11th and subsequent ‘war on terror’ have led to some people to fear the Islamic religion and its followers. 
· The module looks at the causes of and solutions to religious prejudice and how people of all faiths and none can help to unite a fractured world.
